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KIT LIST

Please pack sufficient clothing for all weathers.
All items should be fully named and identifiable by the camper, ideally the bags should be packed either by or in the presence of the camper. Please do not use multiple bags or BIN BAGS!
Parents will be contacted if any items from the list are missing and are required or are unsuitable for use (please check items fit!) 
1. Full uniform to arrive and depart in (Named - Beaver/Cub sweatshirt or Scout shirt, kneckie)
2. Day Bag containing:

Water bottle

Waterproofs 
Sun cream

Baseball cap or sun hat, 

Medicines, in a labelled bag, hand in to leader on arrival
Cakes/biscuits for the communal table, to be handed in to a leader on arrival, 

(These are for supper & snack breaks)
Tea Towel, to be handed in to a leader on arrival 
(Non-returnable, an old one will do, we are running out of tea towels!)
3. Rucksack, holdall or similar, large enough to contain the following: 

Sleeping bag

Roll Mat


Pillow (optional)
Nightwear

Wash kit & towel

Torch & spare batteries
Camp blanket (optional)

Sufficient clothing for 2 days. Note: Some activities require long sleeves & full length trousers to be worn
Warm jumpers 

T-shirts


Trousers/Shorts




Underwear

Socks (lots of!)


Spare shoes

Cuddly toy or book (optional)

Weatherproof long trousers NOTE: No jeans! As they absorb water and do not dry out easily 
Waterproof shoes e.g. hike shoes or wellington boots 


Bin bag for dirty/wet muddy clothes
For the Adventure course activity (for all) – old clothes and shoes,  as will get very wet and muddy, a big towel and extra bin bag to put all wet and muddy stuff in) 
Note: At the end of camp if there are any items of unnamed/unclaimed clothing or shoes these will be available for collection at the first meetings back, if not claimed they will be disposed of.
